m In recent years, there has been explosive growth with an influx of new businesses and NYC corporate expatriates. Some of the big-
gest names on Wall Street now have offices in Jersey City, which has been coined“Wall Street West.” These include Bank of America,
Goldman Sachs, Fidelity and Lord Abbott.

In 2009, there are 3,400 residential units under construction, along with construction of five office and residential towers
generating more than 1000 new construction jobs all within four miles of the center.

m Area colleges include New Jersey City University, St. Peters College, Hudson County Community College, and
Stevens Institute of Technology enrolling a total of nearly 15,000 students.

» Top employers in the market include United States Postal Service, Jersey City Medical Center, Christ Hospital, Insurance Service Inc.
and Computershare comprising a total of 9000 employees.

» Approximately 4 miles from Hudson Mall is Liberty State Park which attracts 4.5 million tourists annually for the Ellis Island Ferry
and Statue of Liberty.

m The UEZ benefits shoppers due to a 3.5% tax benefit (normally 7%) on certain goods and setvices. NJ enjoys tax free shopping on all apparel.
