
Cherry Hill Mall is the dominant center in densely populated southern 
New Jersey, boasting the highest gross volume in the region. It draws 
from Burlington, Camden, Gloucester and Philadelphia counties, due to 
its size, extensive merchandise mix, including several exclusive and first-
to-market retailers, and easy access to major New Jersey thoroughfares 
and four bridges from Philadelphia (eight miles away).  Approximately 
25% of households earn $100K+ within five miles of the center; half of 
which exceed $150,000 per year. Over 138,000 households in the trade 
area earn over $100,000. The center is home to the most productive  
flagship department stores and specialty retailers in the market;  
including the number one Macy’s in the region. 

Many of the mall’s specialty stores outperform national sales averages 
and retailers in center city Philadelphia. A $220 million redevelopment 
was completed in 2009, transforming the center into an elegant,  
contemporary classic shopping and dining experience, adding  
Nordstrom and first-to-market restaurants including The Capital Grille, 
Seasons 52, California Pizza Kitchen, and Maggiano’s Little Italy.

Market InforMatIon
n  Camden County is home to some of the largest US companies in southern New Jersey, including North American headquarters  

of Subaru of America, Inc, TD Bank, and Pinnacle Foods Corporation, and regional centers for Lockheed Martin, Melitta North  
America and Towers Perrin totalling over 28,600 employees within a 15 mile radius.

n  There are over 120 hotels in the South Jersey region. Boomers make up the largest share of overnight leisure visitors, spending  
an average of $770 per trip.  The distribution of spending in NJ for visitors is 33% accommodations, 20% shopping, 23% on food,  
11% entertainment, and 13% on transportation. 

n  Cherry Hill Towers, 434 luxury condominiums has completed its redevelopment on Rt. 38 across from the mall.  Continued residential 
development is underway as part of the Garden State Park redevelopment with an additional 5,000 new residents anticipated.

n  Over 75,000 students are enrolled at seven major colleges and universities within 15 miles of the center including:   
Rutgers University, Drexel University, University of Pennsylvania, and Rowan University.

n  The center faces Route 38 and Haddonfield Roads; traffic along these roadways boosts 68,000 cars a day and 29, 400 respectively.
